And Drops The Hammer

Dan Knott first climbed into a race car at the Competitive Edge
Racing School as a Father’'s Day gift, turning 10 laps at State
Line Speedway, fueling a dream and a desire to go racing.

Now making his home in Sandpoint, ID and working as an
EMT with Bonner County Emergency Services and owner of
North Idaho Speed & Marine, he decided to put down the
wrenches and fulfill his dream by participating in the 2010
Competitive Edge Racing School’s - “Test of the Best” Driver's Search. Knott finished second to Matt Childress in the
four day test but was ready to prove that he was “Championship Caliber”.

The Competitive Edge Racing School was founded in 1997 by Randy Koch, a former professional stock car, open wheel,
and formula car driver with his wife Jeneane. Over the past 13 years thousands of students from all over the world have
attended the late model stock car racing school. In 1999 Competitive Edge created the only “Arrive & Drive” Private,
Professional Racing Series in the Country. Wade Gaughran of Maple Valley, WA won the first season championship and
since then past champions and participants such as Justin Marks (NASCAR Truck Series), Ted Mickelson (Pro All Stars
Series), Tom Hughs, only 2-time Competitive Edge Champion (NASCAR Weekly Series-Evergreen Speedway), Jessica
Cyr (CASCAR), Daniel Boys from Aldershot, England (British Late Model Series) Roger Eagan (Mid American Truck
Series), and Daniel Moore (NASCAR Weekly Series-Evergreen Speedway), have all got their start in the Competitive
Edge Racing School ladder system.

Over the 14 race - 6 weekend series, Knott dropped the hammer
on the field, never finished out of the top three all season, while
scoring three pole positions and four wins on his way to the
championship. Going into the final weekend Knott had a 12 point
lead over 2008 Champion, Greg Monk of Florence, Mt., and a
narrow 3 point lead over fellow Competitive Edge rookie, Kahlen
Koch of Post Falls, ID.

Eighteen driver's were to compete in the final event of the season
that saw Koch taking the pole position and closing the points to just
two back, but unfortunately drew an invert, starting him in the back
of the A-group. Series veteran Rodney Lynd of Stevens Point, WI.,
took the win in the A-group with Knott second, and Koch finishing
